Failure to Meet Expectations

When an International Students fails to 1
meet these expectations a number of

steps will be taken to help correct the

problems. This will involve our Director

talking to the student, Nayland College

Senior Leadership steps, and homestay 2
parents. Parents will be kept fully

informed of any situations causing

concern and should feel free to contact

the College staff at any time.

If, after a series of warnings, a student’s 3
behaviour or attitude is still unacceptable

they will follow the exclusion and

suspension procedures as outlined in the

Education Act.
