.     Perceived Risk    .
When fishing the risk of getting a fish hook stuck through your finger is reduced by 80% if you wear gloves. (compared to when not wearing gloves)
Should you wear gloves when fishing?

This is a relative risk.

Relative risk tells nothing of the ACTUAL risk
If the actual risk of getting a fish hook stuck through your finger was 1 in 1000 what do you think now?

Risk of fish hook stuck is 1 in 1000 = 10 in 10 000

Reduced by 80% means a reduction to 2 in 10 000

(A fish hook incident reduction of 6 per 10 000)
Risk of fish hook stuck reduced from 0.001 (without gloves) to 0.0002 (with gloved)
(More risk of a car accident on the way to fishing….)
