Students in Years 11, 12 and 13 can
study a wide range of specialised NCEA
courses that build on and extend their
learning across the eight learning areas.
Students choose a course of study
based on their interests, abilities and
their future career direction.

Enrichment

At Nayland College we offer an
enrichment programme that supports
students to excel in their individual
areas of giftedness and talent. Our
programme is broad and allows
students to pursue their passions

Inspiring Connections

Student support

Each student is assigned to a tutor
class with a dedicated house tutor
who will connect with them each day.
The house tutor's role is to provide
academic and pastoral support during
the year. The Puna Ako (Learning
Spring) programme is delivered by
house tutors and aims to foster success
through working with students to set
appropriate academic and personal
goals, to monitor progress towards
these goals, to celebrate successes
and provide support and guidance
when needed. There is also a focus on
connection and belonging to the school
as well as on managing individual
hauora or well-being. House tutors are
the first point of contact for parents.

Tutor classes are grouped harizontally
for Year 9-11 students and vertically
for Year 12-13. Year 9 tutor classes will
have a number of Year 13 Peer Mentors
associated with each class. Their role is
to provide an extra layer of support.

Also available to support students are
our house leaders and associate house
leaders, guidance counsellors, careers
advisors, on-site nurse, youth worker
and our senior leadership team.

Puaha Te Tai

Any student in Years 9-13 can elect
to be part of PGaha Te Tai which, in
addition to usual tutor class activities,
has a tikanga Maori focus. Students
participate in various activities and hui
in the school and community. They
are expected to either learn te reo
Maori or Nga Toi as a subject OR be an
active and committed member of our
school Kapa Haka. Students also have
the opportunity to participate in the
Maori student leadership programme
(Kaitaunaki Maori).

Houses

Every tutor class is also connected to
one of our five houses: Aquila, Cygnus,
Draco, Pegasus and Phoenix. The
houses have been named after some of
the celestial constellations that can be
seen in the night sky of the Southern
Hemisphere and they reflect our desire
for our students to reach for the stars.

Each house has a house leader and

an associate house leader who are
responsible for the overall pastoral care
and academic progress of students.
They provide advice to students in need
of support and arrange meetings with
parents. The house system promotes

a sense of fun and ensures that every
student has a connection to a ‘school
within a school!

Communication

Nayland College places a strong
focus on connecting with families
and gives direct online access

to wide-ranging information
about academic performance,
attendance and other relevant
details. Parents are encouraged
to contact the school at any stage
to discuss their child's learning.

Regular progress reports are
issued for all students, alongside
interviews with house tutors and
subject teachers. Achievement
updates for senior students are
regularly emailed to parents and
students are empowered to track
their own learning.
